This term we are starting to facilitate òWhatõs the Buzz?ó with a few of our junior 

primary students which is a program developed by Mark Le Messurier (educator, 

counsellor and author) and Madhavi Nawana Parker (behaviour consultant, 

workshop presenter).   They are both based here in Adelaide.  

 

The programme is designed to explicitly teach children to think socially and 

improve their ability to interact socially.   It will assist children to gain insight into:  

 

¶ how essential social conventions work (the social thinking of others)  

¶ why people think and react in the way they do (how their social minds work)  

¶ understand their own feelings and the feelings of others (feelings drive their 

behaviour)  

¶ what their behaviour causes others to think of them (the consequences of 

their behaviour)  

¶ the reasons why others respond to them in the way they do (what others are 

looking for socially)  

¶ how to adjust their behaviour so life is more enjoyable (social referencing).
