Probably not an 
Amarok, but maybe a Polo. Possibly a Beetle? 
 
A Nissan X Trail would be ideal with a little bit of tweaking of the X. 
 
So what would Jesus stride into town oné  
 
A station wagon or a convertible? (Probably a rusty Holden ute with full length 
roof racks for all the timber a carpenter needs to carry around.) 
 
He would need a car that is divinely connected with the people and willing to 
drive the extra mile. Maybe a late model Mini Cooper? (all class and built on a 
solid foundation.)   Possibly even a Great Wall, because that was the hurdle in 
front of Him. 
 
Whatever car Jesus might ride in today we know that it must be sturdy enough to 
survive going in to the wilderness but also a symbol of peace and servitude.
